Public education infrastructure had already
deteriorated significantly before 7 October.
Many schools had been damaged or
destroyed in successive rounds of
hostilities, further increasing pressure on
education facilities due the increased
number of students. The shortage had an
impact on the quality of education.**

International, after 15 years of blockade,

four out of five children in Gaza say they

are living with depression, grief and fear **

The unprecedented level of destruction
has made most parts of Gaza
uninhabitable — as shown by satellite
images of the damages, combined with
nighttime lights (see p.9 UNCTAD, 2024).

Even under an optimistic scenario of 10
per cent average annual growth in Gaza, it
will take over a decade for GDP to return
to its 2006 level (see p.13, UNCTAD,
2024).

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Conflict reduces labour income and the
number of hours worked in the private sector.
Conflict reduces the labour supply by
worsening the workers' health conditions.

Conflict reduces the labour demand by lowering
the local-level economic activity.

Conflict reduces the probability of passing
the final exam, the total test score, and the
probability of being admitted to university.

The effect of conflict varies with the type and
the timing of the violent events the student is
exposed to and it is not significant for students in
the upper tail of the test score distribution.

Examine the effect of a negative shock to work
in Israel on Palestinian youths schooling
outcomes.

The high school dropout rates in the West
Bank declined among male but not female
students following the closure of Israeli labor
market.

The closure reduced the opportunity cost of
attending school by lowering job employment
prospects for school dropouts.
